TAX RECEIPTS:  
 
• Are available in church foyers for the year ending 

31 March 2022.  
•  The tax receipt can be used to claim a 33% rebate 

from the IRD. If you made a donation of $100, the 
IRD will refund $33.00. A donation of $1,000.00 
will generate a refund of $333.00 

 
We are at present ordering the Planned giving envelopes 
for the 2022/2023 year. If you had considered changing 
from envelope giving to online banking or automatic 
payments, please contact the parish office and we will 
arrange this with you. Automatic payments do offer a 
solution to the withdrawal of cheque facilities. 
 
If you have permanently changed from envelope giving 
to APP giving, please advise the Parish Office and we 
will cancel your envelope number. 
 
If you give a cash donation on the plate a change to en-
velope giving will give you a tax receipt which can gener-
ate a rebate from the IRD. Again, the staff in the Parish 
Office can help you with this.

ATKINSON HOUSE: In recent weeks, ownership of  
Atkinson House  (next to the Hall) was transferred from 
Toitu Te Whenua Land Information New Zealand (LINZ) 
to Te Atiawa.   
Te Atiawa have plans to completely refurbish the build-
ing, which will enhance the West End Precinct neigh-
bourhood.   
As good neighbours, the Finance Committee have 
agreed to support Te Atiawa to achieve their goal in cre-
ating a space for their Hapu/Iwi to meet.  This entails 
having a scaffold erected on the alleyway between  
Atkinson House and the Church Hall.  Please note that 
from Tuesday the 7th June, it is expected that scaffolding 
will be in place for approximately 12-14 months. 
 

• The walkway from the church to the hall,   

 Powderham St to Devon Street is to be pre-
 served.   (The ramp will be accessible for Parish 
 pedestrians and the public). 

• Carparking in the alleyway is to be preserved for  

 Parish function vehicles only (an allowance for  
 3.0m vehicles) has been made. – no construction 
 vehicles are to use this space. 

• Whilst the scaffolding is being erected, access will 

 be temporarily disrupted due to the risk of some
 thing falling from height.
